"admin" account credentials

open "Activity" file hosted at 192.168.1.200

call script "Find_BTN_P" with parameter "DateDue=Today"

assign two $vars in script
  $status
  $date

URL Encoding

The FileMaker function GetAsURLEncoded( ) will encode all non-safe characters.

The fmp7://, fmp7script://, and fmp:// URL protocols offer FileMaker developers awesome possibilities.
They can be used to control FileMaker solutions from outside or from inside. Examples include: from a web page,
another application, or a FileMaker Web Viewer. 

There is no GetAsURLDecoded( ) function. Use URL safe chars, or a custom Decode calculation.
